NEW PATTERN!   

  
I am launching a new 'Banner Series'. 
It took quite a bit of noodling to figure out how 
to make this happen so that ANYONE with ANY 
skill level can make them ANY size. 
They are banners, not quilts.  Colorful fabric 
pieces are fused onto heavy black fabric. The 
pattern is printed on transparancy film so you 
can place it on an overhead projector and make 
it any size you need.  They are fast to make 
since you use an Ultrahold fusible so pieces are 
not stitched down.
