Fabric at least 40”wide
Cotton fabrics & cotton batting

Brown Sticks 9” x 10”7 57x9”
Orange Carrot Nose 6” x 6”7 47 x 4”
Yellow hat band & Fringe 18”x20” or fat qtr. 187 x 10”
Backing 1 yard 3/4 yard
WHITE Batting - lightweight 357 x 36” 357 x 36”

Additional supplies needed:
*Ultra-fine tip Sharpie™ pen
*Chalk Wheel

*Large Pressing Surface...or Felt board :wrap a 36” x 48” piece of felt around a 2’ x 3’
piece of foam core (sold in framing shops) & duct tape it to the back. Portable! Reusable!
*Bright Rayon Threads or Variegated Threads to stitch the pieces down
(Make sure the threads you choose do not melt when ironed over)
*Long bladed sharp scissors, small sharp scissors, paper scissors for fusible

Optional but very helpful:

*Walking foot on your sewing machine

*Flat head pins
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
